Attention:  Family Members of Participants, Caregivers, and Friends of Miller’s Place,

Last week the Assembly budget sub-committee voted to reject elimination of ADHC as a Medi-Cal benefit and accepted our associations proposal to reduce the ADHC budget by $28 million through consolidation of licensing services, implementation of a new self-audit process to reduce the number of patients served statewide by 10% and the draw down of new federal funds.

The Senate budget sub-committee, however, voted to eliminate ADHC as a Medi-Cal benefit, but reserved $25 million in State General Funds to be used as a “grant” for a yet undefined social model of adult day care without the medical services provided in ADHC.  

Elimination of ADHC will result in the closure of 310 small community businesses, including Miller’s Place, which serve a total of 37,000 disabled and frail elderly patients.   This will not be a cost saving measure for the State.  In fact elimination will cost the taxpayers an additional $51 million dollars by shifting costs to other areas of the budget. Without these services, many patients will be home alone or family members will be forced to give up their jobs to stay home and care for them.  The patients’ health will decline and the cycle of calling 911, going to the emergency room and hospitalization will begin at a much higher cost to the State.  It is estimated that within months of closure, approximately 40% of the patients attending ADHC’s will be placed into nursing homes at a cost 5x’s greater that adult day health care.  In addition, approximately 7,000 persons will lose their jobs in this already impoverished economy.  

If Miller’s Place is to be saved, I need your help and I need it now!  The Budget Conference Committee will begin meeting tomorrow to resolve the differences between the Senate and Asssembly budgets.  Please pick up your telephones and call your local legislator’s district office and tell them what the ADHC services mean to you and your loved one.  Let them know how these services help you to keep your family member at home rather than in an institutional setting.  Tell them you oppose the elimination of this program.
